On Wednesday, July 6th, all friends are invited to meet from 5 p.m. 8 p.m. at the Nampa Funeral Home, 415 12th Ave Road. Together we will hold each other up. On Thursday, July 7th at the Skyview High School Auditorium (5:30 p.m.), we will meet once again to remember and celebrate Jaye´s life, and then reminisce with one another while we eat. 
Congratulatory water fights erupted at Boise Bible College after the dorm parents announced their son´s birth. After all, these students had waited nine long months for this new campus addition. Our gift from God was delivered right before curfew time on March 3, 1984. As his parents, we reluctantly return him to the Lord´s merciful arms. Jaye was born with BLONDE spiked hair. For six months Jaye´s hair would do nothing but stick up like Beeker from the Muppets. That fascination with hair must have been in his DNA, which explains his last "official" haircut of a Mohawk and steps. 
Jaye lived out the philosophy that "it´s what´s on the inside that counts" and his choice of hair styles was a part of that. He wasn´t afraid to prove you wrong, smother you with kindness even if you reacted negatively to his looks. Jaye gave people permission to begin to know him at the cost of being brave enough to get past their external prejudices and narrow opinions of what constitutes "normal." Of course his sense of humor, mannerisms, smile, his kind eyes, and those signature dimples made that easier as Jaye invited you in to his world no matter your age. Kids loved him! Jaye did a beautiful job at respecting them, treating them like people in small bodies. He could play hard with the kids and should things get too wild he knew how to respectfully set boundaries and follow through with loving discipline. Jaye loved his brother and sister-in-law to death. He anticipated and constantly bragged about how someday, he would be the BEST uncle in the whole wide world, heck, the universe! 
Because of Jaye´s love for people, and especially kids, the Folkins family is asking that if you are inclined to honor Jaye in any way, that you write a check to Hope House, a non-profit organization that loves and provides a home to 75 children, disabled adults, and staff members outside of Marsing, Idaho.
